1. USBC rules will govern this tournament.
2. Divisions will be determined by individual averages.  (See front of entry)
3. A bowler may enter the team event up to five times with the highest team scores counting towards All Events.  Only two members may bowl on the same team.  Doubles and singles may only be bowled once.
4. Boys and girls may bowl on the same team.   Doubles may be all boys, all girls, or mixed.
5. All averages will be handicapped 100% from 200.  Averages over 200 will bowl scratch.
6. All entrants must be USBC members bowling in the Grape Belt USBC Youth Association.
7. Entrants must use his/her highest league average based on a minimum of four weeks of regular league schedule as of March 18, 2012.  All others will bowl on a scratch basis or contact the Association Manager for exceptional cases.
8. All entrants will bowl three games in each event entered.
9. All doubles entrants must bowl singles.  Anyone bowling singles must also bowl doubles.  If two BANTAMS bowl together, they many choose to bowl doubles one day and singles another day.  If a Bantam bowls with a different age group, he/she must bowl doubles and singles together (six games).
10. Singles will be bowled immediately following doubles, except Bantams.  (See rule #9).  Bowlers will move to another pair of lanes after doubles to bowl singles.
11. All entries must be received by the Association Manager, no later than the Wednesday prior to when you wish to bowl.  Late entries will be accepted until last the shift if space is available at the discrepancy of the Association manager.
12. No entry will be refunded after being processed and scheduled.
13. Entrants will bowl in order listed on entry form.  Changes must be reported 30 minutes before bowling.  Substitutes will replace the position of the absent bowler.
14. Bowlers must check in 30 minutes before they are scheduled to bowl.  All changes must be reported at this time.
15. There will be no change of hands for delivery during tournament play.  The change from right hand to left, or vice versa, will disqualify the bowler and the whole team score.  Any deliberate fouls will automatically disqualify the bowler from the event being bowled.
16. Trophies and awards will be given as per the awards sheet based on the number of entries per division.  Scratch and handicap awards will be given.  Awards banquet to be announced.  Results of the tournament will be printed in the OBSERVER or call Association Manager, Mrs. Seybold at 366-7161, or Association President Greg Haase at 366-4234.
17. In the event of tie scores, duplicate awards will be given.  All errors must be reported within 24 hours of bowling.
18. Starting times will be observed promptly.  No delay allowed for late comers.  If you arrive after play has started, you will start in the frame then being bowled and proceed scoring from that point.
19. Full entry fee must accompany applications. Accurate information and averages must be verified by coach and captain signatures and phone number on entries.
20. Entries will be processed on a first come, first served basis subject to the approval of the Association manager.
21. No food or refreshments allowed in the bowling area. Smoking prohibited while bowling.  Bowlers are not allowed to leave the pits without the permission of the scorekeeper or monitor.  No head gear will be allowed (hats, earphones, or cell phone, etc.)
22. Teams will be paired by team averages.  Doubles and singles will be paired by average division when possible.  Lanes will be assigned.
